the following information available at the time of registration to expedite the process:

* Child’s social security number

* Medicaid number (if applicable)

* New students to the district and students in need of boosters must show evidence
of immunizations

* Pre-K and Kindergarten and other new students need a certified birth certificate

* Pre-K or Kindergarten for the first time need lead screening verification

* Pre-K, Kindergarten, sixth grade (unless you had one as a fifth grader last year),
freshman, and new students from out-of-state are required to have completed
health exam form

* Children entering school for the first time beginning with Kindergarten are
required to have a vision examination by an eye doctor by October 15

Freshmen Orientation will be on Friday, August 8", 1:00 p.m. at Flora High School. All
freshman students should attend this informational meeting.

Floyd Henson Junior High School will have a 6th Grade Parent/Student Orientation on
Thursday, August 7th at 6:00 p.m. at FHJHS.
